UAZA REPORT 2022
Good day, dear friends!

Today we are holding the fifth annual
meeting of the Ukrainian Association in
South Africa — an achievement in itself!
Five years of the association’s activities is
already a milestone. The association has
proven itself as a young, dynamic, and
active structure that constantly adapts to
challenges.

Two years ago, the association moved its
activities online, adapting to the restrictions
caused by COVID. This year, the
association adapted to the outbreak of war
in Ukraine and again transformed its
activities accordingly.

This year’s work can generally be divided
into “Before” and “After” the start of the
military actions.

Before the start of the war, we:

e cclebrated the 30th anniversary of
Ukraine’s Independence

e shared our working methods with
the Ukrainian World Congress
(UWC) and other young Ukrainian
organizations

e held an online Ukrainian culture
festival

e taught Ukrainian language to adults
and children

e participated in the opening of the

Trypillia Center at KNEU

e installed Holodomor memorial
benches in several cities

e cooperated with other Eastern
European communities and the

Honorary Consul in Odesa, with
whom we held joint events

e joined the #StandWithUkraine
campaign and appealed to South

After the start of the war, in February this
year, the association united Ukrainians in
different cities of South Africa and shifted
its focus to protests, collecting humanitarian
aid for Ukrainians, and informing the local
population about the events.

The association organized numerous
protests in Cape Town, Pretoria, and
Durban, near Russian embassies, consulates,
and near the South African parliament. The
association delivered demands and appeals
to the Russian embassy and to the South
African parliament.

Information work is ongoing:

e The association’s social media pages
are actively maintained, and various
inquiries are answered, which is a
huge amount of work.

e Members of the association gave
numerous interviews on television
and radio about the conflict.

e Fundraising activities are being
conducted.

e The Ukrainian Association in South

Africa also joined protests and
fundraising events organized by
other organizations.
We became partners of Gift of the
Givers, who have a license to
transfer funds to other countries for
humanitarian purposes. More than
one million rand was raised, most of
which has already been used to
provide targeted assistance to
Ukrainians in need.

The association is lobbying visa issues
related to granting Ukrainian citizens the
right to enter the country and is working
with lawyers in this area.

Thanks to the association’s efforts, a
religious direction is also developing: Greek
